The Remediation Cost Investment:
Variances, Their Causes and Protections

SESSION 2B
Vapor Intrusion: Nothing to Sniff at
Forty-nine of the fifty states have adopted some form of voluntary
cleanup program using a risk-based approach. In most cases
cleanup criteria numbers were based on risks associated with soil
and groundwater contamination through direct contact.
Pennsylvania’s statewide health standards considered the
ingestion pathway for most contaminants as being the pathway
of concern. With many brownfield properties approved for reuse
despite residual contamination there have been instances of
volatilization of contaminants in the subsurface into occupied
buildings. This session will discuss the implications for develop-
ment, describe screening approaches to determine when a risk
may be present, and present a case study where despite “pass-
ing” the screening criteria, vapor mitigation was necessary to
protect public health.

Pennsylvania’s Abandoned Mines —
Revitalization and Reuse Opportunities
Abandoned mine lands and mine drainage are two legacies from
Pennsylvania’s proud mining history. The Commonwealth has over
185,000 acres of unreclaimed lands and more than 2,500 of mine
drainage impaired streams. Efforts are underway to rethink these
problems. The reuse of abandoned mine lands can serve to both
eliminate health and safety issues while creating economic
opportunity, reusing mine waters expands Pennsylvania’s water
resource base while conserving clean waters, and the recycling of
metals from mine drainage may hold the key to restoring
Pennsylvania’s waterways.
